After completing the three-month Docent Training program, I specialized in primary school tours.  This included showing children the current art exhibits along with a variety of hands-on arts and crafts.  These tours ranged from teaching concepts about color and shapes to art history.













  In addition to children’s tours, I was also involved with a special program called Seeing Special Things for 4th year and 6th year students in the Austin Independent School District. The format was a three-day art program- the first was conducted in a slideshow at the school, the second day a tour of the current exhibit in the museum, and the third day they produced their own art about what they had learned and how the artists had expressed themselves. The pieces were exhibited in a side gallery in the museum afterward and the kids got a free family pass to encourage them to come back. The format was repeated then two years later with the idea of keeping up their interest and understanding in art.

Custom prints were done with a two-day turnaround unless the customer paid for a rush. On occasion a customer would purchase their own darkroom equipment and I would teach them how to use an enlarger and develop their own film. One year during the Texas Democratic Convention I was developing more than 50 rolls of film per day. Before leaving my position I interviewed and trained my replacement.
